3. Participation

3.1 Each team shall comprise of 3 players (one of whom must be female), 1 captain and 1 coach.

3.2 If a team has only 3 players and without captain or coach, one of the player must be captain and be responsible for the team. 

3.3 Each team can only have a maximum of five members. 
3.4 Players should be enrolled university students or graduates or university teachers who can represent the university to participate.

3.5 Players can come from different universities and unite as a team to participate.

3.6 Deadline for entry is 1st November 2019. For registration, participants must send registration form together with student card or teacher certificate or school graduate certificate and an ID photo to email 2647506476@qq.com and zhujiaqi@nankai.edu.cn. 

4. Travel and Accommodation
4.1 Nankai University will provide free accommodation with meals and ticket subsidies for at most three players, one captain and one coach. 

4.2 The travel subsidies will be 7000 RMB (Equal to 1000 USD) for each person. All teams will be accommodated at a four-star hotel and meals will be arranged in the hotel. 

4.3 Nankai University will provide transfer at Tianjin airport and Tianjin train station on the official arrival and departure day.

5. Competition
5.1 The competition will be held on board match. The specific rounds will be determined according to the number of participants. Each team must have a female player for the third board. The order of the remaining two boards shall be determined by the coach of each team and submitted to chief arbiter at the technical meeting before the first round. The order shall not be changed once confirmed.

5.2 Time control: 25’+10” rapid game.
5.3 Tie-break: 1）Match point；2）Game point；3）the result of board 1 shall decide, if still a tie board 2 shall decide and then board 3; 4) Sonneborn-Berger.
5.4 Pairing will be decided through drawing of lots during technical meeting.
5.5 The players cannot draw a game by agreement before black’s 30th move. A claim for a draw before black’s 30th move is permitted only through the Chief Arbiter (or his Deputy) in the cases of theoretical draw or threefold repetition. 
5.6 The default time is 10 minutes after the arbiter announces the start of the game.
5.7 Players are not allowed to bring electronic communication devices, including mobile phones and smart watches into the playing hall.

5.8 The FIDE Competition Rules shall apply ( A.3).

6. Prizes

6.1 The Top three teams will be awarded with trophies, medals, and certificates.

6.2 Other teams will receive the certificates.

7. Appeals

An Appeals Committee shall be constituted during the technical meeting. All protests must be submitted in writing to the Appeals Committee not more than 30 minutes after the relevant playing session. Each protest must be accompanied by a deposit fee of USD 200 (two hundred US Dollars) or the equivalent in local currency. If the protest is accepted, the fee shall be returned. If the protest is rejected, the fee may be forfeited to the Organizing Committee. The decision of the appeal committee shall be final.

8. Other matters
8.1 Each team members shall wear their school uniform or team uniform.

8.2  The teams are required to attend the opening ceremony, closing ceremony, technical meetings and related activities.
8.3 The teams should cooperate with the media interviews arranged by the organizer. 
8.4 The teams should purchase insurance during their stay on their own costs. 

8.5 Each team should sign an entry agreement with the organizer.

8.6 The organizing committee has the right to accept or decline the entry considering the general numbers of the tournament.
