Melody, Takayasu

Hi! I'm Melody Lady Garcia Takayasu and this is
the first time ever I've been asked to write a short
article about my own game. Please bear with me if
my analysis is not as good, but I do hope you’'ll have
a good read on this one. If you have some inputs, I

would be most grateful to have them.

Japan Open, 2019 4% 11 A 3 H Round 5

My opponent in Round 5, Japan Open 2019 Chess
Tournament, was Mr. Sotaro Ushiyama. He’s a very
solid player that is 120 points higher than 1600 plus

rating. His first move was...
1. Nf3

This is the second time in my life [ encountered the
Zukertort Opening in an official game. The first one
was in Hiroshima Open in September this year. I

really don’t know how to play this. So I just followed

his moves with...

1... Nf6 2. g3 b6 3. Bg2 Bb7 4. 0-0 g6 5. b3
Bg7 6. Bb2 0-0 [diagram]

I learned from experience that if you don’t know
how to counter an opening, just follow his moves

and divert only when you feel it’s time.
7.c4 d5

I can’t keep following his moves forever, so I

changed course. He continued with...

8. d3 ¢5 (last book move) 9. exd5 Bxd5 10.
Nc3 Nc6 (10... Bb7 11. a3=) 11. Nxd5

After the 11th move, it was clear that Black’s
position was unfavorable. I have no choice but to

take.
11... Nxd5 12. Bxg7 Kxg7 (Black king’s safety

has dropped) 13. Rc1 Rc8 14. d4
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I analyzed this position for 30 minutes but I made

the worst possible move of...

14... Nxd4?? [diagram]

14...cxd4 this is the best bet to save the position.

15.Nxd4 Nxd4 16.Qxd4+ Nf6.

15. Nxd4 cxd4 (forced move) 16. Rxc8 Qxc8
17. Bxd5!

Black is one piece down. I planned on resigning
already but the thought of being the first casualty in
Round 5 is unbearable. So I said to myself, “I'll
prolong the game a little bit. I'll surrender after

move 20”. The game goes on with...
17... Qc5 18. Bg2 Rc8 19. Qd3 e5 20. Qe4d
20.h3 makes it even easier for White.

20... f5 [diagram]

[ was going to quit already after this move but I

realized that [ had pawns occupying the center. It

raised my hope a little that maybe, the game can be

extended up to 30 moves. Then he continued with...

21. Qd3

In this move, I was so afraid he’ll put his queen to a6
threatening my pawn on a7and checking my King at

the same time. So I moved...

21... Qa5

21...Rc7+- in the hope of defending my a7 pawn.
But come to think of it, Black is a Bishop down
already, so there’s nothing much to squeeze your
brains out. Then he moved his pawn to e4 trying to

break the pawn chain at the center.

22. e4 Rc3

There’s nothing to lose really, 'm just trying to

prolong the game.

23. Qd2

23.Qe2 might be the shorter path 23...d3 24.Qd2 h6
25.exf5 gxf5+-.

[ didn’t know it then that this move was bad. But I
did notice that his Queen was unprotected. And just
a form of mental entertainment, I thought “A man
needs a woman when his life is a mess, because the
Queen protects her King:-- just like in the game of

chess.”

But really, in my heart, I'm just thanking God for
this chance that I could play in Japan Open 2019
through my chess crazy husband Nobuyuki. I'm
grateful I could play against strong players like
Shinoda-san, Mirai-chan, Nakasa-kun, Ogasa-san
and Sotaro-kun. My heart is at peace, whatever the

results may be. I moved...
23... fxed

And he captures.
