Nagoya Open 2021
Tournament Report

n October 31st, 2021, the
O annual Nagoya Open tourna-

ment was held in, you guessed
it, Nagoya City! Although no one was
wearing a Halloween costume, there
were a number of frighteningly fierce
and wild duels. I could only analyze
three of them here, though I certain-
ly would have liked to include a few
more!

Before we look at the games, I just
want to acknowledge and congratu-
late the winners on their hard-earned
victories:

1st place: Averbukh, Alexandre (4
points)

2nd place: Otawa, Yuto (4 points)
3rd place: Kojima, Shinya (3 points)

This game features a sharp theoreti-
cal battle between Takashima-san and
Abe-san. Abe-san played well in this
tournament, scoring three points and
only losing to the tournament winner,
Averbukh-san. In the past, he often
struggled with his time management,
sometimes losing on time in posi-
tions that weren’t necessarily worse
for him. Recently, he seems sharper,
more booked up, and better at time
management. Perhaps playing in the
online rapid Grand Prix tournament
every month has been helpful?

Takashima,B - Abe, T [D44]
Nagoya Open Nagoya (2), 31.10.2021
Semi-Slav, Botvinnik Variation

1.d4 d5 2.c4 c6 3.Nc3 Nf6 4.Nf3 e6
5.Bg5 dxc4 The Botvinnik semi-slav!
This is one of the wildest, most en-
gine-driven variations in all of chess.
It is extremely irrational and chaotic,
and at the correspondence level it is
generally considered drawn or a bit
better for White. At club level, howev-
er, anything is possible.

6.e4 b5 7.e5 h6 8.Bh4 g5 9.Nxg5

hxg5 10.Bxg5 Nbd7 11.g3 Bb7
12.exf6 Qb6 13.Bg2 0-0-0 14.0-0 c5
15.d5 b4 This is the starting position
of the mainline, after which White has
two main moves.

16.Na4 16.Rb1 offering a piece for the
b-file, is the other big move. I think it
is less popular these days than 16.Na4,
though I could be wrong.

16...Qb5 17.dxe6 This forcing line can
easily lead to trouble for White if he is
not precise.

17.a3!? is the main move, opening the
a-file.

17...Bxg2 18.e7?! This tempting move
is risky for White.

18.Kxg2 is the better choice here.

18...Bxf1 18...Qc6! 19.exd8Q+ Kxd8
20.Rel Bh1 21.f3 Bxf3 22.Qc2 Bd6F
might be better than the game contin-
uation. The white king will likely be in
danger for the rest of the game.

19.exd8Q+ Kxd8 20.Kxf1?! The
counter-intuitive 20.Qxf1 should be
played, with the point that 20...Qxa4
21.Qxc4 Qcb6 22.Rd1! keeps White in
the game, according to recent opening
theory. This line continues for a while,
and playing it as White without prior
study is surely a recipe for disaster.

20...Rxh2 20...Bh67 with the initiative,
is also good.

21.Kg1 21.Qd5!? centralizing the
queen and defending hl, looks
more testing. 21...Qxa4? 22.Bf4 Qa6
23.Rel+- gives White a winning at-
tack, though this is hard to work out
without an engine.

21..Rh8

How can White solve his problems
here?

22.b37?!

22.Qd5! similar to before, gives White
more than enough for the piece.
For instance, 22...Qxa4 23.Bf4 Qa6
24.Rel Bh6 25.Re7 Qc8 26.Bxh6 Rxh6
27.Qxf7+ and White will have to re-
turn some of the material soon. This
kind of piece sac for a long lasting in-
itiative is a difficult decision to make
for human players, however, and it is
no surprise that White did not go for
it in the game.

22...Qc6!F Unfortunately for White,
failing to play Qd5 earlier has allowed
Black to place his own queen on the
h1-a8 diagonal, with a strong initiative
due to the open h-file.

23.Bh4 Kc7 24.f37?! 24.Qe2 was
probably a better way to try to active
White’s pieces.

24...Ne5 25.Kg2 Ng6 26.Bg5 Bd6
26...Qe6!—+

27.Nb27? Qd7!-+ Black doesn’t miss
his chance to target the vulnerable
h3-square the second time around.

28.Qg1 There’s not much White can
do here. He is going to lose the knight
on b2 regardless of what he does due
to the coming ...Rh2+.
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28.f4 saves the knight, but loses the
queen after 28...Qc6+ 29.Qf3 Rh2+

28...Qh3+ 29.Kf2 Qh2+ 30.Qg2
Bxg3+ 31.Kf1 Qxg2+ 32.Kxg2 Be5
33.Rc1 Rh2+ 34.Kg1 Rxb2 35.Rxc4
Bd4+ 36.Kf1 Rxa2 37.Bc1 Rf2+
38.Ke1 Rxf3 39.Ke2 Rxb3 White re-
signed.

This next game features a complicated
strategic battle in a popular line of the
Ruy Lopez. My opponent erred early
on in a complex position, giving me
great attacking chances. Don’t get too
excited, though, because I managed to
mess it up after getting an advantage,
as I often do!

Ruy Lopez, Breyer Variation

1.e4 e5 2.Nf3 Nc6 3.Bb5 a6 4.Bad
Nfé 5.0-0 Be7 6.Re1 b5 7.Bb3 d6

I was quite certain my opponent would
go down this line, so I reviewed it be-
fore the tournament. It is one of the
mainlines of the Breyer, and has been
played many times in tournament prac-
tice.

17...Nc5 18.Nh2!? This interesting
move is what I prepared for this game.
Sometimes the knight goes to g4 to put
pressure on the kingside, and some-
times White can also arrange a strong
f2-f4 break. Black is fine objectively,
but I think White’s position is easier
to play.

18...Be7 19.Be3 Nfd7 20.Qd2 At this
point I didn’t really know what to do,
so I decided to stop Black from play-
ing ...Bg5. Black will try to play on
the queenside with his knights, but
it is unclear whether or not that plan
will cause any worry for White, and
the more black pieces that migrate to
the queenside, the more vulnerable the
black king becomes.

20.Ng4 Bg5 might have been Black’s
idea. Having more space, I wanted
to avoid the exchange of minor piec-
es, though it may be interesting after
21.axb5 Bxe3 22.Nxe3 (22.Rxe3 axb5
23.Rxa8 Bxa8 24.Nh6+ Kg7 25.Nhf5+

The players hard at work during the 2nd round games.

8xf5 26.Nxf5+ Kh8 27.Nxd6= is an en-
gine line, which apparently gives White
good compensation for the piece, but it
feels a bit artificial.) 22...axb5 23.Qg4
with some play on the kingside, though
Black looks fine to me.

20...Qc7 21.Qe2 Nb6 22.axb5 axb5
23.Ng4 Nba4 Trading off the rooks
with 23...Rxal 24.Rxal Ra8 25.Rxa8+
Bxa8 looks logical, but leaves Black’s
king a bit exposed after 26.Qf3%

24.Rab1 24.Qf3! threatening Nh6+,
looks stronger. 24...Rf8?! 25.Bh6
Rfd8? 26.Nf6+ Kh8 27.Ngh5!+— wins
material for White, and keeps the at-
tack going. 27...gxh5? 28.0Qf5 leads to
mate.

24...f6 25.f4 Bd8?! Allowing White to
take on e5 doesn’t help Black.

Taking on f4 and trying to use the e5
and c5 squares as outposts was prob-
ably the best try. For instance 25...
exf4 26.Bxf4 Nd7 27.Rf1 when Black’s
structure is ugly, but he has more
counterplay than in the game.

26.fxe5 dxe5 27.Rf1 Rf8 28.Nh6+
Kh8 29.h4 Qd7 30.h5 Bb6 31.Ng4
Qd6 32.Kh2 Nd7 33.hxg6 hxg6
34.Rh1 Kg7?

34...Rf7 was safer, but certainly not
easy to play with little time on the
clock.

How should White continue?

35.Bh6+7?!

35.Nh6! was much stronger, threat-
ening a deadly fork on f5. 35...Rh8
(35...f5 36.exf5 Bxd5 37.fxgb e4 pin-
ning the knight on g3, is a mess, but
surely a good one for White.) 36.Qg4!
is winning for White, according to the
engine. For instance 36...Rxh6+ (36...
Bxe3? 37.Ngf5+ Kf8 38.Nxd6 Rxh6+
39.Kg3+-) 37.Bxh6+ Kf7 (37...Kxh6??
38.Nf5+! is game over for Black.)
38.Rhfl Rh8 39.Nf5! Qc7 40.Rf3+-is
a possible continuation, when White
is not only an exchange up, but has
a powerful initiative on the kingside
as well. This is certainly not easy to
calculate and assess for human players
though!

35...Kf7 36.Bxf8 Rxf8 37.Ne3?! At
this point, worried about the bishop
on ¢5 in conjunction with a potential
...Rh8 from Black, I meekly retreated
to block the dangerous diagonal. White
is still better, but playing defensively
was not necessary at this point, espe-
cially with the Black king still in a vul-
nerable position!

37.Nh6+! Ke8 38.Qg4!+— was the way
to press forward, not fearing a poten-
tial ...Rh8 move from Black. 38...f5

37...Qc5 38.Rhe1 38.Ngfl was better.

38...Rh8+ 39.Kg1 Qf8 40.Bxa4 bxa4
41.Qxc4?7? This foolish move allows
Black’s light-square bishop, which was
passive the entire game, to participate
in the attack against my king! There
was no reason to take this pawn, and I
wasn’t aware of the danger that open-
ing the f1-a6 diagonal would pose un-
til it was too late!

41.Qf3+ among other moves, pre-
serves White’s edge, though Black cer-
tainly has counterplay.

41...Qh6! 42.Qe2 Ba6! Now it be-
comes very clear that grabbing the
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c4-pawn was a serious mistake!

43.Qf3 43.c4!? Bxc4 44.Qf37 sacrific-
es a pawn with the hope of using the
c-file for a rook later, but I don’t see
White solving his problems to be able
to do so any time soon!

43...Qf4!? 43...Nc5! heading to d3,
was even stronger. White looks close
to lost here.

44.Kf2 Rh4 45.Ngf1 This looks like a
blunder, but what else can White do?

Something slow like 45.Ral?! runs
into 45...Qg5!-+ when White is help-
less against both ...Rf4 and ...Nc5-d3+
46.Kg1 trying to get out of the way,
drops at least a piece to 46...Rf4

45...Bxf1 46.Kxf1 46.Rxfl Bxe3+
47.Ke2 Rg4! 48.Qxe3 Rxg2+ 49.Kd3
Nc5+! 50.Qxc5 Rd2+ 51.Kc4 Qxed+
52.Kb5 Rxd5-+ is also winning for
Black.

46...Bxe3 47.Qxf4 exf4 48.Ra1 Nc5-+
Mathematically, White is doing okay
here, but Black’s pieces are so much
better that White cannot save this po-
sition. The rest of the game requires no
further commentary.

49.Ke2 Rh2 50.Kf3 Nd3 51.Rxe3 fxe3
52.Kxe3 Nxb2 53.Kf3 Rh8 54.Ra2
Rb8 55.Ke2 Rb3 56.c4 a3 57.c5 Na4
58.Kf1 Nxc5 59.d6 Rb1+ White re-
signed.

Lesson learned: don’t help your oppo-
nent activate his passive pieces just to
grab some lame pawn!

This final game is the one that many
players have been waiting to see. It is
not often that Kojima-san loses a game
when he comes to Nagoya, as he out-
rates everyone else by a fair margin!
In these semi-rapid games, however,
even IMs can struggle with their time
management, as we will see below.

Averbukh,A - Kojima,S [C45]
Nagoya Open Nagoya (4), 31.10.2021
Scotch Game, Mieses Variation

1.e4 5 2.Nf3 Nc6 3.d4 exd4 4.Nxd4
Nf6 5.Nxc6 bxc6 6.e5 Qe7 7.Qe2 Nd5
8.h4!? This interesting line has been
trendy in recent years. This move sup-

ports Bg5 and allows for an early rook
lift, depending on how Black plays.

8...a5 9.c4 Bab6 10.g3 g6 11.h5 Bg7
12.hxg6 12.f4!? keeping the tension
and threatening to play h6 in some
lines, is also worth considering.

12...hxg6 13.Rxh8+ Bxh8 14.f4 Nb6
15.b3

This middlegame is characterized by
an interesting struggle between struc-
ture (White) and dynamics (Black). If
White can stabilize and catch up in de-
velopment without making any major
concessions, he should be better be-
cause Black’s queenside minor pieces
will be passive. On the other hand, if
Black can use his lead in development
and potential pawn breaks to pose con-
crete problems for White before White
stabilizes, Black could easily take over.

15...d6 16.Bb2 0-0-0 17.Nd2 dxe5
18.0-0-0 18.fxe5 looks playable, but
it is easy to see why White was con-
cerned about his king in the centre.

18...a4 Black is trying to break down
White’s structure, but it is not so easy.

18...Nd7 trying to stay a pawn-up,
could be tried. For instance 19.Bg2
Bb7« when Black seems to be holding
onto the pawn for now, but his pieces
are passive.

19.Bg2 axb3 20.axb3 Nd7 Black re-
turns a lame pawn for some counter-
play. It is certainly a good practical
decision.

21.Bxc6 Nc5 22.Be4?! Provoking ...f5
like this seems a bit risky.

22.Kc2!? is perhaps a strange move
to make, but it avoids the fork on
d3 and reinforces the b-pawn. Play
could continue 22...Qe6 23.Qg2 Nd3

when the engine finds a weird tactic
to solve White’s problems: (23...e4!?
might preserve an edge for Black.)
24.Bd7+!? Kxd7 25.Ne4 Ke8 26.Rxd3
Rxd3 27.Kxd3 though White still needs
to be careful after 27...Bb7<«

22...f5! 23.Bc2 e4% This position is
rather complex, but I would prefer
Black due to the knight on ¢5 and the
passed e-pawn.

24.Nf1 24.Bxh8 Rxh8 25.Nb1 trying to
get the knight to d5, might be a better
try, though White needs to be careful
about the black rook invading along
the h-file at an opportune moment.

24...Bxb2+ 25.Kxb2 Qf6+ 26.Kb1
Qc3 26...Rxd1+! 27.Qxd1 Qc3 28.Qd2
would allow Black to keep the queens
on and maintain a lot of pressure after
28...Qf3!F I can easily imagine White
losing from here in mutual time trou-
ble, as his position is much harder to

play.

27.Rxd8+ Kxd8 28.Qd2+ Qxd2
29.Nxd2 White is probably okay here,
but needs to be careful in this ending.

29...e3 30.Nf3 Bb7 31.Nd4 Ke7
32.Kb2?! Kf6?! 32...Ne6! was a nice
shot, which Black overlooked. Things
become quite uncomfortable for White
after 33.Ne2 Bf3 34.Ng1 (34.Bd3? Bxe2
35.Bxe2 Nd4—+) 34...Bg4 35.Kc3 c5!F
when 36.Kd3? Nd4! 37.Bb1 e2 38.Kd2
Nxb3+-+ puts White in big trouble.

33.Kc3 I believe Black lost on time
here, as it doesn’t make sense to re-
sign. White should be at least fine in
any case, as his king is close enough
to the e-pawn to avoid tactical tricks
from Black like the ones analyzed in
the note to the previous move.
