| 0. How to select seeded players

This is a qualifying tournament for Japan Chess Championship 2025
(hereinafter, All Japan) which is held between May 2" and May 6™ in Tokyo.

One seed player will be selected for every six participants from the top
ranking (rounding up fractions).

Additionally, one top-ranking participant from the Kyushu region will be
selected (local slot: chosen from those who wish to participate).

If both decline, no alternative selection will be made. Seed players (only
those residing in the Kyushu region) will receive a subsidy for the All Japan
Championship participation fee (up to 8,000 yen).

This tournament is a Japan Chess Federation Standard Official Match.
Tournament ratings will be reported by the club.
Players need record all moves. The club provides the game recording sheet.
The starting order will be formed in order of Japan Chess Federation rating
and name ABC.
In case of the same points, the ranking will be broken by (ONumber of wins,
@Buchholz, @Sonneborn-Berger and @Determined by lottery order.

Advance Bye must be declared by email by the day before the tournament. It
will be |1 /2 points.

Absence in the final round (Round 4) will be considered a loss.

Players who are late for more than |5 minutes after the start of the game
will lose the game by default.

All electronic devices must not be worn during the match and must not be
carried in the venue. Any player who violates this rule will lose the match
immediately.

Other decisions will be made by the referee in accordance with FIDE rules.
Schedule may change depending on progress.
